Arizona's Children Association, the oldest and largest child welfare and behavioral health organization in Arizona will host a grand opening for its new location in Chandler, 375 E.. Elliot, Suite 11, on Wednesday, May 26, 2010, from 3:30 – 5:30 p.m.  

Arizona's Children Association was founded in Tucson in 1912, and has a 98 year legacy of providing foster care, counseling and early intervention services to the children of Arizona.  A special display at the open house will feature scrapbooks, correspondence and photos from the Arizona's Children Association Archive Collection.
One of the earliest supporters of Arizona's Children Association was Dr. Alexander Chandler, for whom Chandler is named.  The Arizona's Children Home (now Arizona's Children Association) Accounts Receivable ledger for May 11, 1918 states: “E.D. Raley [ACHA State Superintendent] Collections April – Dr. A.J. Chandler, Chandler AZ; $10.00 donation.”  This is the earliest known relationship specific to Chandler.  
Arizona’s Children Association was originally founded in 1912, as Arizona Children's Home Association, to care for homeless, neglected and dependent children. For more than 98 years the agency has stayed true to its mission of Protecting Children and Preserving Families, serving more than 45,000 children and their families in all 15 counties in the state each year.  We are presently one of the oldest and largest statewide child welfare and behavioral health nonprofit agencies in Arizona.
