From the Director: A Banner Year for the KARE Center 

Each year, KARE produces a report that lets you, and us, know how much business we did in the previous year. 2009 
was a banner year. More new kinship families ï1040 ï asked for services than in any other year. An average 87 new 
families came in monthly.  In three of 12 months, over 100 new families came in ï with a record 146 new families, in the 
month of August alone! Who were these families? 

        Well over half the caregivers, were grandparents ; a sizeable gourd were aunts ;  the remainder were other rela-
tives, 66 were non-relatives identified as family (i.e. neighbors, family friends, etc). The report identified 1353 children, 
the majority between ages 4 and 10. 

         Of 1013 caregivers who reported ethnicity, 51% were Hispanic ; 34% were European American/Caucasian ; 7% 
were African American ; 4% were Native American primarily Tohono Oôodham and Yaqui ; 4% came from mixed heri-
tage  or ñsome other raceò.  682 reported English as their primary language, 309 preferred Spanish. But they spoke 
other languages too: Marshallese, Somali,  Bosnian, French, Korean to name a few. 

         696 families reported their annual income. About 4%of those families earned over $60000 or more. On the other 
end of the income scale, (271) of those families earned under $20000  a year, with 17 claiming no income. Another 

201earned between $20000 and $30000 , just getting by. 

*          As we go to press, the State of Arizona is considering further drastic cuts to AHCCCS and to the TANF ñChild 
Onlyò Kinship Subsidy. If implemented these cuts could cause large numbers of families to go over the edge finan-
cially so they could no longer afford to raise an extra child. If this issue concerns you, call your Congressional repre-
sentative and educate him/her about the costs of raising a kinship child.  Ask them to help restore the TANF KIN-
SHIP EMERGENCY FUND and the FEDERAL MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PERCENTAGES (FMAP). 

*         And, to help sustain the work of KARE, do consider buying a ticket for the KARE Benefit Evening featuring 
world-renowned award winning flutist R. Carlos Nakai, and local entertainers Mariachi Los Changuitos Feos and 
KAREôs own Mexican Folklore Troupe.

STROKE INDENTIFICATION  

A neurologist says that if he can get to a stroke victim within 3 hours he can totally reverse the effects of a stroke...totally. He said the trick was 
getting a stroke recognized, diagnosed, and then getting the patient medically cared for within 3 hours, which is tough. 

Recognizing a Stroke  

Remember the 3 steps, STR. Read and Learn! 

Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to identify. Unfortunately, the lack of awareness spells disaster. The stroke victim may suffer severe 
brain damage when people nearby fail to recognize the symptoms of a stroke. Now doctors say a bystander can recognize a stroke by asking three 
simple questions:  

¶ S: Ask the individual to SMILE . 

¶ T: Ask the person to TALK or SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE (Coherently) (i.e. It is sunny out today) 

¶ R: Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS. 

NOTE: Another sign of a stroke is this:  Ask the person to stick out their tongue. If the tongue is crooked (if it goes to one side or the other), that is 
also an indication of a stroke. If the person has trouble with ANY ONE of these tasks, call 911 immediately and describe the symptoms to the dis-
patcher.
