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Reay's Ranch Investors Treks Toward $150,000
In an economic environment where many contributions to non-profit agencies are in free-fall decline, Reay's Ranch Investors is blasting off to go where they have never gone before, a trek toward a $150,000 contribution to Arizona's Children Association for 2010.  In 2009, Reay's raised more than $141,000 to benefit Arizona's Children Association programs and services in central and southern Arizona.
The "Trek to $150,000" campaign includes four elements:  

A placard and canister campaign in April, with a goal of $55,000 raised $56,047.

The second annual Reay's Ranch Investors Golf Tournament was a sold out event on May 5th at the Ritz Carlton at Dove Mountain. The goal of the tournament was $40,000;  the tournament raised $45,336.

The Reay's employee payroll deduction program has a goal of $20,000. Currently 79% of Reay's 425 employees make weekly contributions.

Reay's customers will be asked to donate their "Change for Children," during a three week drive in November to raise $35,000 in in-store contributions. 

The Reay's Ranch Investors' "Trek to $150,000" is loosely based on the Star Trek TV show.  Traveling in the "Starship Fundraiser," Reay's managers, office staff and store employees who reach their fundraising goals are 'beamed up" to prize pools for an opportunity to win flat screen TV's, laptops, a Quad ATV and IPods.

Reay’s Ranch Investors, LLC owns and manages Super Stop, Minit Market, Gordon's Market and Subway stores in Central and Southern Arizona. 
Arizona’s Children Association was originally founded in 1912, as Arizona Children's Home Association, to care for homeless, neglected and dependent children.
